Draft Change Proposals (DCPs) for Impact Assessment

DCP0023 - Movement of the functional requirements within PSL120 ‘Non Half Hourly Data Collection’ to BSCP504 ‘Non Half Hourly Data Collection for SVA Metering Systems registered in the SMRS’, following the creation of a generic non functional PSL (PSL100) via CP1182.
The CSD review highlighted a large amount of duplication between the requirements in the PSLs and the corresponding BSCPs. To resolve this issue a single generic PSL has been created under CP1182 ‘Creation of a generic Party Service Line’ which will contain participants’ non-functional requirements. 
Following on from CP1182, DCP0023 was raised on 9 November 2007 by ELEXON and seeks to move the functional requirements of PSL120 ‘Non Half Hourly Data Collection’ into BSCP504 ‘Non Half Hourly Data Collection for SVA Metering Systems registered in the SMRS’.

The removal of the duplication between PSL120 and BSCP504 will mean that Non Half Hourly Data Collectors will only have to look in one place to find the functional requirements relating to their role, which may be particularly useful to new entrants. This change will also reduce the cost associated with preparing and maintaining numerous and duplicated PSLs.
DCP0024 - Population of the D0150 to indicate no meter present, when the NHHMOA holds no meter history.
DCP0024 was raised by Western Power Distribution on 9 November 2007 and seeks to update a footnote, being introduced by CP1180 ‘Confirmation of Metering status in the Non Half Hourly Market’, in BSCP514. The proposed change will enable Non Half Hourly Meter Operator Agents (NHHMOAs) to fully comply with the requirement being introduced by CP1180 in the February 2008 BSC Systems Release.
Change Proposals (CPs) for Impact Assessment

CP1217 - Discontinuing the BMRS High Grade Website
In recent years the cost of amending the Balancing Mechanism Reporting Service (BMRS) to implement new reporting requirements has come to be perceived by the Imbalance Settlement Group (ISG) and industry participants as unreasonably high. As a result, BMRS has not tended to be considered as an implementation mechanism for new reporting requirements.
CP1217 raised by ELEXON on 9 November 2007, aims to achieve savings in the cost of changing and operating the BMRS by rationalising the current three delivery routes to two.

CP1217 proposes to discontinue the private ‘High Grade’ BMRS website. The BMRS infrastructure would be reconfigured to provide access to the public ‘Low Grade’ website over the ‘High Grade’ network. This would allow continuing access to the BMRS website for users connected only to the High Grade network.
The estimated ELEXON implementation cost for CP1217 is £4,510. CP1217 is targeted at the June 2008 Release.
CP1218 - Movement of the functional requirements within PSL 170 ‘Meter Administrator’ to BSCP520 ‘Unmetered Supplies Registered in SMRS’, following the creation of a generic non functional PSL via CP1182.

A single generic PSL has been created under CP1182 which will contain participants’ non-functional requirements. Following on from CP1182, CP1218 was raised on 9 November 2007 by ELEXON and seeks to move the functional requirements of PSL170 ‘Meter Administrator’ into BSCP520 ‘Unmetered Supplies Registered in SMRS’.

The removal of the duplication between PSL170 and BSCP520 will mean that Meter Administrators (MAs) will only have to look in one place to find the functional requirements relating to their role, which may be particularly useful to new entrants. This change will also reduce the cost associated with preparing and maintaining numerous and duplicated PSLs.
CP1218 was previously issued for participant Impact Assessment as DCP0010 via CPC00609 and has since been converted into a CP.

The estimated ELEXON implementation cost for CP1218 is £220. CP1218 is targeted at the June 2008 Release.
CP1219 – Inconsistencies within the CDCA Service Description and URS

As part of the procurement phase of Project Isis, ELEXON drafted detailed contracts of Business Requirements for the CVA, SVA and FAA Agent Services to issue to tenders. The Business Requirements were also reviewed against the BSC and Code Subsidiary Documents as part of a due diligence exercise.

CP1219 details the minor inconsistencies discovered in the CDCA Service Description and CDCA URS, which require updating to make sure that the new contracts in February 2009 are consistent with the Business Requirements of the CVA and SVA Operator hosts.

CP1219 was previously issued for participant Impact Assessment as DCP0017 via CPC00618 and has since been converted into a CP.

The estimated ELEXON implementation cost for CP1219 is £1,320. CP1219 is targeted at the June 2008 Release.
CP1220 – Inconsistencies within the BMRA Service Description

As part of the procurement phase of Project Isis, ELEXON drafted detailed contracts of Business Requirements for the CVA, SVA and FAA Agent Services to issue to tenders. The Business Requirements were also reviewed against the BSC and Code Subsidiary Documents as part of a due diligence exercise.

CP1220 details the minor inconsistencies discovered in the BMRA Service Description, which require updating to make sure that the new contracts in February 2009 are consistent with the Business Requirements of the CVA and SVA Operator hosts.
CP1220 was previously issued for participant Impact Assessment as DCP0018 via CPC00618 and has since been converted into a CP.

The estimated ELEXON implementation cost for CP1220 is £660. CP1220 is targeted at the June 2008 Release.
CP1221 – Inconsistencies within the ECVAA Service Description

As part of the procurement phase of Project Isis, ELEXON drafted detailed contracts of Business Requirements for the CVA, SVA and FAA Agent Services to issue to tenders. The Business Requirements were also reviewed against the BSC and Code Subsidiary Documents as part of a due diligence exercise.

CP1221 details the minor inconsistencies discovered in the ECVAA Service Description, which require updating to make sure that the new contracts in February 2009 are consistent with the Business Requirements of the CVA and SVA Operator hosts.

CP1221 was previously issued for participant Impact Assessment as DCP0019 via CPC00618 and has since been converted into a CP.

The estimated ELEXON implementation cost for CP1221 is £1,100. CP1221 is targeted at the June 2008 Release.
CP1222 – Inconsistencies within the SAA Service Description and URS

As part of the procurement phase of Project Isis, ELEXON drafted detailed contracts of Business Requirements for the CVA, SVA and FAA Agent Services to issue to tenders. The Business Requirements were also reviewed against the BSC and Code Subsidiary Documents as part of a due diligence exercise.

CP1222 details the minor inconsistencies discovered in the SAA Service Description and SAA URS, which require updating to make sure that the new contracts in February 2009 are consistent with the Business Requirements of the CVA and SVA Operator hosts.

CP1222 was previously issued for participant Impact Assessment as DCP0020 via CPC00618 and has since been converted into a CP.

The estimated ELEXON implementation cost for CP1222 is £1,320. CP1222 is targeted at the June 2008 Release.
CP1223 – Inconsistencies within the Code Subsidiary Documents regarding Business Requirements

As part of the procurement phase of Project Isis, ELEXON drafted detailed contracts of Business Requirements for the CVA, SVA and FAA Agent Services to issue to tenders. The Business Requirements were also reviewed against the BSC and Code Subsidiary Documents as part of a due diligence exercise.

CP1223 intends to amend the relevant BSCPs, Data Catalogues and IDDs to remove minor inconsistencies, which require updating to make sure that the new contracts in February 2009 are consistent with the Business Requirements of the CVA and SVA Operator hosts.

CP1223 was previously issued for participant Impact Assessment as DCP0021 via CPC00618 and has since been converted into a CP.

The estimated ELEXON implementation cost for CP1223 is £2,420. CP1223 is targeted at the June 2008 Release.
CP1224 - The Review of Code of Practice 4
In 2005 members of the Supplier Agent Forum (SAF) requested a review of CoP4 on the grounds that CoP4 has not been reviewed or changed substantively for over 10 years. Since that time Meter technology and standards technology has advanced sufficiently to warrant a review of their calibration periods. The requirements of the new version of CoP4 will better reflect the current market/environment and provide a more cost effective balance between monitoring Metering System accuracy and the impact inaccuracies may have on Settlement.
CP1224 was raised by ELEXON on 9 November 2007 and details the review process of Code of Practice (CoP) 4 and the suggested changes to the document that have come out of the review process.
CP1224 was previously issued for participant Impact Assessment as DCP0005 as part of CPC00603 on 30 March 2007 and DCP0005 v2.0 issued as part of CPC00615 on 7 September 2007. Following comments received being addressed; it has now been converted into this CP.
The estimated ELEXON implementation cost for CP1224 is £1,650. CP1224 is targeted at the June 2008 Release.
