	SVG set up an MDD Expert Group in March 2008. This DCP is one of 4 changes recommended by the Group.

MDD already contains a number of entities that define the valid combinations of data items for an SVA Metering System.  

However, even when taken in combination these tables do not provide Suppliers with enough information to know whether the Supplier Meter Registration Service (SMRS) will accept a particular combination of NHH Metering System data items.  
This DCP suggests that a new entity and flag are added to the MDD to resolve this issue. The DCP also sets out two options for implementing the change.

· correcting an erroneous reference to BSCP11 ‘Trading Queries and Trading Disputes’; 
· changes to Appendix 4.1 – ‘MDD Entities and Authorisation Route’;
· removing duplicate sections in Appendix 4.2; and 
· changes to the MDD Entity forms in the Appendix to BSCP509.

	Market Domain Data Review and Approval Process: Proposed Timetable for SVG meetings
	SVA
	SVG set up an MDD Expert Group in March 2008. This DCP is one of 4 changes recommended by the Group.

The current MDD timetable is centred on Performance Assurance Board (PAB) dates. This was agreed to allow newly qualified Parties to register into MDD as soon as they receive approval from the PAB. This arrangement meant that MDD changes are sent to the Supplier Volume Allocation Group (SVG) via the ex-committee route. Currently, the SVG has 5 working days to review all MDD changes submitted via the MDD SVG Paper and provide their decisions via email. 

The Group identified that the current ex-committee process does not allow adequate consideration (and discussion), by the SVG, of any issue associated with a MDD Change Request. The group proposes that all the dates in the process are calculated around the SVG monthly meeting dates. This will allow SVG to review and discuss all changes submitted for inclusion in a MDD publish at SVG meetings.

CP1249 proposes to modify the SVA Data Catalogue to correctly identify the Supplier Volume Allocation Agent (SVAA) or MDD Manager (MDDM) as the sender or recipient of MDD-related data flows.  The BSCPs associated with those flows will be amended in line with the revised Catalogue on an opportune basis as and when they are modified for more material changes.

	Changes to Communication Requirements Document arising from Project Isis
	SVA and CVA
	During the implementation phase of the new BSC Services Agreement under Isis, there will be two key technical changes to the High Grade Service and Low Grade Service:

· Installation and transition to a new CVA Communications Network (affecting existing High Grade Service users); and

· Transition to a new version of the XSec security encryption software (affecting existing High Grade and Low Grade Service users).

The Project Isis team has contacted all existing users of the High Grade Service, to establish their chosen communication technical specification (as detailed in CP1263 Attachment A).
The Communications Requirements Document (CRD) defines the communication requirements between participants and the BMRS. These need to be amended to reflect the new technical interface requirements as detailed above.
Please note that CP1263 is targeted at the February 2009 Release.
